a.	Enrollment update	
829 applicants, 500/534 returning. We will not have very many new students next year. Sometime between Feb 1 and Mar 1 will be the lottery.
b.	Winterim debrief
The format was better. Private Winterims were on the first floor. Tweaking guidelines for independents and for teachers to get a better idea of what we are looking for. Good feedback from parents. 
MSI debriefing meeting will be next week. Teachers have ideas of how to improve it for next year. We will be more clear about why we do it and how it is meeting some CTE and other requirements.
