6.	Curriculum committee
a. Approval of Implementation of Hillsdale College Socratic 11
· In the curriculum meeting the current implementation of the 9th grade plan is going very well. The 10th grade is in process. The department has requested approval of Hillsdale 11 curriculum plan. Concern that we are not implementing enough current events and that we should include them in each year. The proposal is in draft. No curriculum has been approved. The request is actually to proceed to develop a curriculum inclusive of the Hillsdale College curriculum. Chronologically the 11th grade will be the most drastic change. We currently go to the Civil War whereas Hillsdale goes through 1945. Hillsdale provides a well laid out context. The teachers decide how to incorporate the writing into that context. 
· We need to revisit graduation requirements which may need to be done before we do this. 
· The 9th and 10th grade are already very aligned which is why it is easy to incorporate.
· The online development is a window into how it is presented.
Steve motions to approve the process of developing the 11th grade curriculum by utilizing the Hillsdale 11 curriculum. Seconded. Voting to approve was unanimous.
